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Jewish Americans Celebrate, Work,
and Learn at Inaugural Fetes

WASHINGTON (JTA) — Two parts cele-

bration, two parts work and one part learn-
ing came together as Jewish Americans pre-
pared to walk with President Clinton across
the bridge to the 21st century.
From gala parties with lavish spreads for

the big givers to free events on the National
Mall, visitors and Washington residents alike
transformed the nation's capitol into one big
party.

Braving subfreezing temperatures, many
activists began their celebrations at a recep-
tion honoring Jewish members of the
Clinton team.

Dignitaries from Secretary of Agriculture
Dan Glickman to Ambassador Stuart

Eizenstat gathered at the newly renovated
District of Columbia Jewish Community
Center to kick off their inaugural bash.
Even as guests focused on Clinton's sec-

ond term, current events and the 1998 elec-
tions crept to the fore as more than 350
activists noshed on lox and kugel.
"Welcome to Super Sunday," David

Hermelin said jokingly. He is a senior mem-
ber of the Clinton-Gore Jewish Leadership
Council, which sponsored the gathering.

"All I want to say is separate checks," he
continued, in a reference to maximizing giv-
ing under campaign finance laws.
The breakfast party included many calls

for continued activism.
Glickman asked "every organization,

every Jewish organization to take another
step forward to outreach to Jews."

This prompted Dr. Ruth Westheimer to
take the microphone.
"When you talk about outreach, I want

every person here who's not married, never
been married or divorced to find someone
and let me know, OK?"

Only some of the guests followed the
famed sex therapist's next call to hug the
people next to them.
On a more serious note, National Security

Adviser Sandy Berger turned to recent
developments in the Middle East.
"We meet today for a second inaugural

having had four of the most productive years
in the history of the U.S.-Israel relationship."

Berger called last week's agreement to
transfer most of Hebron to Palestinian self-
rule "a very significant and important step
forward in the peace process."

Berger hailed the Jewish Democrats for
supporting Clinton.
"This group knows that it played a very

big role in the successful re-election of the
president," he said.

In another impromptu briefing, Eizenstat,
assigned by the president to work on restitu-
tion of Jewish property, told the gathering,
"We're going to continue to focus the spot-
light" on restitution issues to "close the last
sad chapter of World War II in a way that
this community and the American popula-

Ambiguity in Hebron Accord Could Bring New Tensions

JERUSALEM (JTA) — The Hebron agree-
ment is a done deal, but storm clouds are
already gathering, threatening to make the
achievement short-lived.
As part of the accord reached, the two

sides agreed to a series of further Israeli
redeployments in rural areas of the West
Bank.
But the amount of land Israel would cede

to the Palestinians during the next 18
months was left vague and is already in dis-
pute.
Another contentious subject is Palestinian

statehood, an issue slated for the final-status
talks, which are scheduled to resume in the
spring.
A unilateral Palestinian declaration of

statehood prior to those discussions could
put relations between the two sides into dis-
array.
A third storm brewing is the Israeli-Syrian

track.
Negotiations between Jerusalem and

Damascus remain on hold, and despite pro-
nouncements from both sides of a desire to
resume the talks, practical difficulties loom
large.
The Israeli-Palestinian track, though mov-

ing forward again after months of frustrating
impasse, is littered with potentially danger-
ous obstacles.
Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu reit-

erated, in a lengthy interview with Israel
Radio, that Israel has the right in the Hebron
agreement to determine its security needs —
and therefore to determine the extent of the
further redeployments in the West Bank.
The 1995 Interim Agreement, from

which the Hebron accord evolved, states
that Israel would redeploy to "specified mili-
tary locations" during the further redeploy-
ments.

Israel defines these locations as occupying

a larger area of the West Bank than envi-
sioned by Palestinian officials and as a result,
Israel may transfer less of the rural West
Bank than the other side expects.

Netanyahu noted in the interview that
Israel's plan is unlikely to be accepted by the
Palestinians.
But he insisted that the United States has

agreed to it.
Israeli officials point to a passage from the

U.S. letter of assurance to Israel that was
part of the Hebron agreement.
U.S. Secretary of State Warren

Christopher states in the letter, "I have
advised Chairman [Yasser] Arafat of U.S.

views on Israel's process of redeploying its
forces, designating specified military loca-
tions and transferring additional powers and
responsibilities to the Palestinians."
The Palestinians, in turn, point to a later

passage in the same letter in which the out-
going secretary of state reiterates "our posi-
tion that Israel is entitled to secure and
defensible borders, which should be directly
negotiated and agreed with its neighbors."
To the Palestinians, this means that Israel

must negotiate the extent of the further
redeployments, not determine them unilater-
ally.
But in the Israeli view, the negotiations

referred to in that passage concern the per-
manent-status talks that will determine final
borders, not the further redeployments.

Significantly, neither the United States
nor the Palestinians have published the par-
allel letter of assurance that Christopher sent
to Arafat as part of the Hebron package.

If Israel holds firm in determining the
extent of the further redeployments unilater-
ally, the Palestinians may take a similar
approach to statehood.

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Keeping The Flame Alive:

Heartbroken in Doug Cotler Talks
Valley Forge about his Grandmother

It was sad to attend the closing of

the Valley Forge Music Fair. It's an
important loss for the entertainment
industry, an end to an era. Not only
was it our area's only theater-in-the-
round; it was the nation's oldest such
theater. The Valley Forge Music Fair
seated over 3000 but was intimate
because of its sunken nature, provid-
ing good visibility, and because all
seats were relatively close to the ac-
tion.
Some of the action took place in

the aisles, where performers made
their entrances and exits. Staging a
musical for this theater was a singu-
lar art and seeing a show here was
an involving experience. My three-
year old saw and loved Fiddler on
the Roof here this season. And even
for old sophisticates like me, Valley
Forge shows were fun. I enjoyed the
Valley Forge Fiddler with Theo Bikei
even more than I liked the Merriam
presentation of Fiddler with Topol.
And solo acts like Michael Feinstein
and Art Garfunkel appeared here to
much better effect than in other lo-
cations.
The theater was founded in 1948

by three local Jewish men: Shelly

Gross, Lee Guber and Frank Ford.
Gross was then an announcer at
WFIL-TV, Guber owned the
Renezvous nightclub and produced
jazz shows and Ford was the host of
a music program on WPEN radio.
The three knew each other from their
student days at Philadelphia's Cen-
tral High School just before World
War II.
Guber was married to Barbara

Walters, who was the daughter of a
New York nightclub owner. She
joined the three guys when they
started shoveling dirt for the con-
struction along Route 202. The area
was rural — there was no mall in
King of Prussia — and it had the
advantage of being easily accessible
from Philadelphia and Delaware.
Their success sparked the opening
of a rival tent theater, the Brandywine
Music Box just north of Wilmington,
where I worked in 1956.

Later the trio opened Music Fairs
in Camden County, Westbury, Long
Island, and in the suburbs of Balti-
more, Washington and other cities.
Originally built as summer tents, they
sometimes blew open or leaked dur-
ing heavy rainstorms and later were
enclosed in solid year-round struc-
tures. For four decades they pros-

Like so many others, my
grandmother's first step in America
was on Ellis Island. It was 1905. She
was 15. She had left her parents in
Russia, in a shtetl just outside Slutsk,
now a major industrial city, but then
a small community not too far from
Minsk and Pinsk. When I was a boy,
these were just funny sounding
names. The hardships and pogroms
that had driven my grandmother's
family out of their homes were rarely
mentioned.
She was strong, hard-working, re-

sourceful, and as a mother, totally
dedicated to her family. She carried
within her an embrace of Judaism
that was directly out of Sholom
Aleichem. I have always seen her as
one of Tevye's daughters.

In her later years, she lived in her
daughter's home, and each Shabbat
she would light the candles in a softly
whispered ritual that was a private,
reverent moment for her. Three
grandsons, of which I am the young-
est, usually ricocheting loudly from
baseball diamond to refrigerator as
sundown approached, would see the
shawl on her head and instantly go
silent and motionless. Her hands
would circle in the air above the
candles, and then cover her face as

she recited the Shabbat blessing.
After the special dinner she had

prepared was eaten, we would go to
the temple. My father was the Can-
tor. My grandmother loved him. We
all did. He was my inspiration.
As I listened to my father stretch-

ing the notes and pulling the emo-
tion out of every prayer, I remember
thinking it remarkable that my grand-
mother knew them all by heart.
These days, however, most
congregants repeat them word-for
word — usually with little understand-
ing of what they really mean.
But I'm not criticizing. Ritual is

supposed to get you in the mood, to
center you, to get your mind off the
world outside. As a sweet singer of
Israel, I try to help the worshippers
do that, to lead them through the
words and into the heart and spirit
of what the ritual is all about.

I learned that if I embrace Juda-
ism as my grandmother did, it will
envelop and protect me just as she
enveloped and protected it. She lit
those candles every week. For a boy
growing up as one of the only Jews
in a small farming town in Califor-
nia, she kept the flame alive.
To all my loved ones here in my

heart

Breath of my breath, part of my
part

You're always with me. Your love
burns bright.
God bless and keep you on this

night.

Where there is light justice grows
And flows like a river of wine
Al! will be safe and free
Under the shade of the vine
Under the shade of the tree
This is how we survive
We remember and keep the

flame alive

The tourism ad
headlined peace in three languages. Although clouds in the background
alluded to the lofty ideal of peace and holiness, this three-way undertaking
may be a sign that such ideals may now be seen in the real world.

Sukkot in
our eternal united, City of David,
Yerushalayim, Jr Shalom.
But my joy was marred by what was taking

place on Bar-Illan Street. The crowds of
Haredim were gathering every Sabbath block-
ing all traffic on this central thoroughfare. And
my secular Jews, Hilonim, are resentful that
they do not have their freedom to drive their
cars on Jerusalem's Bar-Illan Road on their
(secular) Shabbat.
The Supreme Court of Israel issued a prag-

matic compromise for a two-year period, un-
til an alternate route will be built, and the Bar-
Illan Highway can be closed during the hours
of synagogue-Sabbath-Prayer. Most of my
American-Israeli friends, citizens of Israel, ac-
cepted this as a fair compromise, but the
Haraidim, ultra-Orthodox, are impatient and
refused to wait the two years.
The Haredim believe that the Sabbath driv-

ing of cars in the Hold City of Jerusalem is a
desecration of the Holy City. I understand and
respect their beliefs but as an American who
is committed to tolerance and fairness, I can
not accept their behavior.
Near Tel-Aviv, lies the town of B'nai Brak.

Its Haredi founders in 1924, chartered it as a

community where Shabbat and Hagim would
not be desecrated publicly. On Shabbat there
is not traffic in the city and all roads leading
into and out of B'nai Brak are blocked at the
city limits. All businesses are closed by city
ordinance. People choose to live in B'nai
Brak. Of my three aunts who went on aliynh
in 1960, one decided with her husband to live
in this community.
Nowadays we hear of secular Israelis leav-

ing Jerusalem and moving to Tel Aviv, which
is a much more open city. Some are angry
and they propose to fight for their civil right
to enjoy their Shabbat in their way and will
not leave Jerusalem and move to Tel Aviv. But
demographers point out that since Haredim
have large families of 8 and 10 children and
the non-religious have only two or three chil-
dren in a family, that in two generations Jerusa-
lem will have a majority of all varieties of Or-
thodox Jews. They will control the City Coun-
cil and they will pass Shabbat laws like B'nai
Brak.

Unfortunately, there is dissension among
Israelis. The anniversary of Rabin's martyrdom,
his Yahrzeit, revealed the country is more di-
vided than before. Other people now threaten
the life of Prime-Minister Natanyahu. While
these sad political and religious divisions cause
a Kera, a rip, in the life and psyche of our
people, there are healing voices who recog-
nize that strong differences of opinion require
"reasoning together," respectfully.

Professor of Philosophy and Orthodox
Rabbi, David Hartman, conducts seminars in
his Jerusalem Institute to heal the divisions
through dialogues between opposing parties
and ideologies.
The Jerusalem Report (12/26/96) pre-

sented many dialogue-study groups through-
out the country wherein religious and secular
scholars, teachers and politicos sit together and
study Bible, Talmud, philosophy and social
problems. Prof. Yair Caspi, non-Orthodox
sociologist directs his Elul study group with 300
enrolls funded by the Educational Ministry and
private donations. Dr. Mordecai Gafni directs
his Milah 150 study groups with 25 partici-
pants in each group. Other study groups are
being formed in every large city. Our daugh-
ter-in-law brought our grandchildren to the
graveside of Yitzhak Rabin to pay respect to a
military hero of Israel and one who tried to
bring peace.
Throughout our history in the Galut, in the

Diaspora, our people adjusted to a great vari-
ety of circumstances. It is one of the secrets of
our survival. The existence of our Medinah,
these forty-eight years required a pragmatic,

practical approach to adjust to the complex
international climate.
A few days before we left Israel, our son

took us to the southern edge of Jerusalem, to
visit the largest, enclosed mall in the Mideast,
Kenyan Yerushalayim, built by AZR1EL, the
international developer of malls, who is an
Oleh from Canada. There are 181 franchised,
chain and private shops in this sprawling, three
level mall serviced by escalators and elevators
for the thousands of shoppers who buy con-
sumer goods daily. The mall is open on
Shabbat and has Kosher and non-Kosher res-
taurants and food-bars. This vast mall was
constructed in a neighborhood away from
Haredim and holy sites to avoid offending the
sensibilities of the religious population.

Across the highway, constructed several
years before, is a sports center and soccer sta-
dium with 20,000 seats where sports events
are held on Shabbat when the secular popu-
lation is free to attend sports events. Those
facilities are an example of the pragmatic ap-
proach in action on the ground.
The Supreme Court and the "moderate sen-

sible" people of all parties believe in a policy
of "live and let live." The Talmudic teaching
applies to our contemporary Israel situation:

Ambiguity

"If you try to grasp a lot, you cannot hold it;
if you grasp a little, you can hold it."

Ta-fas-ta Miru-ba, lo ta-festa,
"Ta-fas-ta Mu-at, tafasta." (R.H. 46)

The "Sukkah - tent" of Israel is wide enough
to accommodate all patterns of thinking from
"right" to "left" — politically and religiously.
This tolerance, this Sh'vil Haza hay has his-
torically been the Torah Way. The Talmud
teaches that the righteous people, Tzadikim,
are inscribed into the Book of Life on the First
day of Rosh Hashanah (L'alter L'chayim);
the less righteous on the second day of Rosh
Hashanah; the Bainonim, the intermediate
persons, are inscribed into the book of Life
on Yom Kippur (Rosh Hashanah) 16b); and
the least worthy are inscribed into the Book
of Life on Joshanah Rabbe, 7th day of
Sukkot. We have always had a variety of lev-
els of piety and our Torah tradition accepted
all Jews into the Book of Life.

Despite the extremism of a minority that
may "rock the ship of State," I believe it will
be the fundamental teaching expressed in our
prayers, "Havairim Kol Yisrae/", "all Israel
are bound in fellowship" that will prevail and
hold us all together, B'ezrat Hasham.

On Sunday, Arafat arrived triumphantly in
Hebron two days after Israel turned over 80
percent of the town to Palestinian self-rule.
Israeli troops remain in the 20 percent
where some 500 Jewish settlers, as well as
20,000 Palestinians, reside.

In his address to thousands of supporters,
Arafat pronounced the ancient city "liberat-
ed" after nearly three decades of Israeli rule,
and he spoke with confidence of his assur-
ances both from the United States and the
European Union that the peace process
would proceed satisfactorily.
But during the speech, Arafat said his next

goals are to gain control of 70 percent of the
West Bank and to establish a Palestinian
state with eastern Jerusalem as its capital.
A day later, Netanyahu warned grimly that

Israel would react with the utmost serious-
ness if the Palestinians unilaterally declared
their independence in defiance of the nego-
tiating framework set out in the Israeli-
Palestinian accords.

"I am opposed to an independent
Palestinian state," Netanyahu told reporters.
"What we will propose is broad self-rule, but
without sovereign powers which could be

harmful to Israeli security."
The issue of statehood aside, Netanyahu

praised Arafat for the relatively moderate
tone of this speech.

Israel has handed over seven West Bank
cities to the Palestinians, the premier said to
reporters after addressing the Knesset
Foreign Affairs and Defense Committee.
Each time, he said, Arafat's victory speech

had been a catalog of inflammatory and
provocative declarations.
But Arafat's speech in Hebron was differ-

ent, Netanyahu said, adding, "I hope this
marks a change for the future."

Arafat, for his part, told reporters Sunday
night that now that the Hebron agreement
had been reached, he could regard
Netanyahu as his "friend" and partner in
peacemaking.

It was unaccustomed camaraderie indeed
for the two leaders, who struggled bitterly
over the Hebron accord for many months.

Arafat's speech stood in stark contrast to
the remarks made a day earlier by his secu-
rity chief, Jibril Rajoub, who described the
Jewish settlers in Hebron as stones around
the Palestinians' neck that should be dis-
carded.

Israeli officials described Rajoub's com-
ments as incitement, and demanded a mod-
erating Palestinian statement, which was
given in Arafat's speech.

"We welcome the more positive tont
This is a better direction," Netanyahu said.

Regarding the Syrian peace track,
Netanyahu preferred not to comment
Monday on an exclusive report published in
the Israeli daily Ha'aretz that Christopher
had sent a secret letter in September to
Netanyahu stating that any understandings
reached in the negotiations between Syria
and the government of Prime Minister
Yitzhak Rabin were not internationally bind-
ing.

Syria has maintained that the negotia-
tions, which were broken off last March, can
only resume on the basis of understandings
already reached with the previous Israeli
government.
These understandings, according to veter-

an Ha'aretz correspondent Ze'ev Schiff,
called for some demilitarization on the Israeli
side of the border and a deeper demilitariza-
tion on Syria's side.

Syria has maintained that the unwritten
understandings also included an Israeli will-

ingness to withdraw from the
Golan Heights in exchange for
peace with Damascus.
Netanyahu was silent Monday

regarding the Ha'aretz report, but
he has repeatedly stated his unwill-
ingness to hand over the Golan.
And while he maintains that both

sides can come to the table and put
forward their contrary stands,
Damascus is insisting that the land-
for-peace principle was established
under Rabin and continues to bind

both sides.
American sources, among them

Ambassador to Israel Martin Indyk,
have indicated that the first focus of
Washington's efforts in the region
under Secretary of State-designate
Madeleine Albright will be to restart
the Israeli-Syrian negotiations.

But given the huge disparities
reflected in the public statements
emanating from Jerusalem and
Damascus, it is hard to see just
where Albright and her aides will
begin.
