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Fighting Continues In Israel And Lebanon

WASHINGTON, (JTA) — The highest
single-day civilian death toll since Israel
launched Operation Grapes of Wrath has
prompted urgent calls for an end to the fight-
ing on the Israeli-
Lebanese border.

Israeli Prime Minister Shimon Peres said in
a CNN interview that he would accept Presi-
dent Clinton's call for a cease-fire if Hezbollah
also agreed. But there was no indication
whether Hezbollah would stop firing Katyusha
rockets into northern Israeli communities.
A largely unrepentant Peres blamed the

Islamic militant group Hezbollah for provok-
ing an Israeli attack that killed at least 75 Leba-
nese civilians at a U.N. compound. "I am up-
set and I am sorry that citizens of Lebanon
were killed, but Hezbollah is to blame," Peres
told reporters after an emergency Cabinet
meeting. But, he added, "If our citizens are
fired on we will return fire." At the same news
conference, the Israel Defense Force chief of
staff, Lt. Gen. Amnon Shahak, said, "I don't
see any mistake in judgment."

Speaking in St. Petersburg, Russia, where
he was to attend a nuclear safety summit,
' Clinton called "on all parties to agree to an
immediate cease-fire." "An end to the fight-
ing is imperative to allow our diplomatic ef-
fort to go forward," he said. Clinton sent Sec-
retary of State Warren
Christopher to the region to work out an agree-
ment between Hezbollahand Israel.
U.S. Special Middle East Coordinator Den-

nis Ross went to Israel to lay the groundwork
to put the full weight of the U.S. diplomatic
machine behind the effort to silence the guns,
State Department officials said. Christopher
traveled to the Middle East on Saturday, said
White House spokesman Mike McCurry.

In the bloodiest day since Operation Grapes
of Wrath was launched April 11 after
Hezbollah hit northern Israel with a series of
Katyusha rocket attacks, Israeli forces shelled

a U.N. compound minutes after Hezbollah
fighters launched Katyusha rockets and mor-
tar fire about 330 yards from the base. Only
hours earlier, Israeli forces destroyed a house
in a village in southern Lebanon, killing nine
civilians in retaliation for a Hezbollah attack
launched within 100 feet of the building.

U.S. officials continue to blame the fighting
on Hezbollah and were careful not to condemn
the Israeli attack on the U.N. compound. U.N.
officials in Lebanon criticized Israel for the at-
tack on its compound, which housed about
400 Lebanese refugees as well as scores of

Billy Joel At The U of D

"We love you just the way you are" yelled

an enthusiastic audience member. "You don't
know me just the way I am" Billy Joel re-
sponded lasciviously into his microphone. The
close to three hours that would follow, gave
us a taste of what Billy Joel meant by his
reply.

Billy Joel's newest tour, "An Evening of
Questions & Answers and a little Music," made
a stop at the University of Delaware's Bob
Carpenter Center on Thursday night, April 11.
This tour is not your typical rock concert as
you may have imagined from its title. The
intention of the evening was to discuss music.

Interspersed among the somewhat intimate
crowd of 2,100 fans were nine runners
equipped with microphones. Billy Joel called
on audience members with his or her hand
raised, after they would ask their question he
tried to answer each accordingly. If the an-

swer required a musical demonstration, "The
Pianoman" would indulge the audience. "You
can ask me about Christie..." Billy Joel said in
stating the ground rules for the questions. "I
don't mind, I don't know what happened,
maybe you do" Billy Joel implored. Gossip,
however, was not his intention for the pro-
gram, music and teaching were his priorities.
The questions and answers ranged from a

request for Joel to sing Happy Birthday, to
advice for an amateur band. Billy Joel did not
speak much of his family although this topic
alone would have inspired an interesting talk.
William Martin Joel was born in the Bronx,
on May 9, 1949. His father, Howard, was
born in Germany of Jewish decent. He was a
survivor of Dachau, a Nazi death camp. The
musician did not make mention of his heri-
tage, though at one point referring to his trade-
mark dark, sunken eyes, he said "I met family
of mine from Europe and we all look like this."

Primarily, Joel shared with his audience of
undivided attention the many inspirations in

Fijian peacekeepers.
"Israel should have waited and not fired,"

U.N. spokesman Mikael Lindvall told CNN.
"The risks involved should have kept them
from firing." But at the same time, a U.N.
spokeswoman in New York, Sylvana Foa, said,
"This is a typical guerrilla tactic, to hide be-
hind a civilian position."

A day earlier, a Hezbollah fighter shot at a
U.N. peacekeeper for demanding that the Ira-
nian-backed militia stop launching Katyusha
rockets at Israeli targets from the area near

the U.N. base.
American officials tried in vain this week to
convince Syria, Lebanon and Hezbollah to
agree to a written cease-fire.
The U.S. proposal calls in part on the Leba-

nese government to rein in Hezbollah militants
in return for an Israeli commitment to negoti-
ate a withdrawal from its security zone in south-
ern Lebanon after peace has been restored to
the area for nine months.
The one more likely to be adopted was spon-

sored by the United States. It called for an
immediate cease-fire and expressed concern
about the impact of the tragedy on the peace
process.
The other, sponsored by Egypt on behalf of

Lebanon, was deemed "totally unacceptable"
by a spokesman for the Israeli Mission to the
United Nations.
That resolution's draft, written earlier this

week, "strongly condemns the Israeli aggres-
sion against Lebanon" and calls upon Israel
"immediately to cease its military action against
the Lebanese territorial integrity." It also
asks the secretary-general to help Lebanon
"overcome the hardships resulting from the
Israeli aggression" to help sustain its recon-
struction efforts.

According to a U.N. spokesman, Secretary-
General Boutros Boutros-Ghali reacted to the
attack on the U.N. base "with shock and hor-
ror." He "deplores and condemns this shell-
ing in the strongest possible terms," the
spokesman's statement said Although the at-
tack brought swift condemnation from numer-
ous governments, Peres stood firm in blam-
ing Hezbollah for the carnage.

Israeli officials in the United States adopted
a similar stance. While expressing regret for
Thursday's high civilian casualties, they none-
theless defended the Israeli operation as a
measured and necessary response to sustained
provocation. The attack on the U.N. base, they
said, was a tragic and inadvertent byproduct
of Hezbollah's systematic use of civilians as
cover for its assaults. And they said Israel would
not end its operation without an end to the
Hezbollah rocket and mortar attacks.

Knesset Speaker Shevach Weiss said he told
Vice President Al Gore during a meeting in

Jordan Begins Flights

To Israel
TEL AVIV, (JTA) — Royal Jordanian Airlines this week flew its first sched-

uled flight into Ben-Gurion Airport.In another step also taken Sunday to-

ward full normalization of ties between Israel and Jordan, Israeli motorists

were allowed to drive private vehicles across the Arava Terminal between

Eilat and Aqaba.
Both steps were called for under the terms of the two countries' historic

October 26, 1994, peace treaty.
The first day at the Arava terminal was sluggish, with motorists tending to

turn back rather than pay a whopping $200 fee for the bureaucratic and

insurance arrangements required in order to cross the border.

The next normalization step, postponed until later this month,will be a

frequent bus connection between Eilat and Aqaba. The fare: $1.50.

On October 15-24, 1996, Michael Kadis will lead group of approxi-

mately 50 bikers on a JNF Motorcycle Rally beginning in Tel Aviv,

running through Israel, on to Jordan, then by ferry across the Gulf of

Israeli Air Force Trains In Turkey
• JERUSALEM, April 16 (JTA) — Israeli jets have arrived in Turkey to
begin training flights there under the terms of a military exchange accord
signed in February by the two countries.

Israeli pilots had already begun training flights in Turkish air space, diplo-
matic sources said.
The sources said eight Israeli F-16 training jets and their crews arrived

this week in Turkey, adding that the planes were unarmed and lacked any
surveillance equipment.

Israel wanted its pilots to be able to train in Turkey, whose air space is less
limited than the Jewish state's, according to the sources. In return, Israel

said it would upgrade some 50 Turkish F-4 bombers under the terms of the
pact.

Syria, Egypt and Iran have criticized the accord, describing it as a threat
to regional stability.

Tikkun Olam Worn
Proudly By Jews

Even if not every Israeli could cor-

rectly identify United States President
Bill Clinton, perhaps all those old
enough to read could identify two
words of Mr. Clinton's. "Shalom
Chaver" (Goodbye Friend), ex-
pressed our president on the night
of November 4, 1995, when Israeli
Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin was
assassinated.
Today in Israel, those poignant

words decorate over 800,000
bumper stickers and buttons (in a
country of only 5 million). Can you
imagine any other U.S. President's
words being so popularized in Israel?

While Israelis have never been
known to take politics lightly, for
many American Jews, beliefs have
long found their way onto political
and protest buttons, sometimes with
a Jewish twist. In the 1960's and
1970's Jews could be counted often
in various movements, working to-
ward "tikkun olam", often without
being conscious of it. To end the Viet-
nam War, to expand civil rights, to
clean up the environment and a va-
riety of other causes, Jewish activ-
ists kept alive the Biblical lessons of
the prophets Micah ("to do justice
and love goodness:) and Isaiah ("na-

tion shall not lift up sword against
nations, neither shall they learn war
anymore").
From the Vietnam War protests,

many a design included "Shalom" on
peace symbols. Jewish messages and
supporters branched out into other
areas. "Kulano Am Echad" (All One
People) read an Earth Day pictorial
badge in Hebrew and as news of 2

million brethren filtered out of the
Soviet Union, the Student Struggle
for Soviet Jewry emblazoned pins
with the challenge, "Are We The
Jews of Silence?" Obviously NO was
the historical answer as perhaps as
many as one million marchers
greeted Soviet Premier Gorbachev in
December1987, demanding freedom
for Soviet Jews.

Social concerns never were far or

totally separate from foreign policy
movements. "Anti-Semitism and
Racism" were often tagged together
as one evil. That same concern to
fight such hate continues today. But-
tons and marchers sprouted on be-
half of Holocaust "rescuer" Raoul
Wallenberg and currently, "Free Pol-
lard Now" decorates lapels where
once political prisoners' and Prison-
ers of Zion names appeared.

While causes in the U.S. change,
"Shalom Chaver" has spurned a cot-
tage industry in Israel with political
and lobbying groups now churning
out phrased stickers and buttons by
the thousands. (Right wing folk even
display "This is NOT Shalom,
Chaver" stickers.)

With a proud history of peaceful
protest, Jews this month may have
remembered the oft used "Let My
People Go" as seder participants
again retold the story of The Exo-
dus. While Soviet and Ethiopian
Jewry movements have used this
partial plea of Moses to Pharaoh, one
wonders if there were any sympa-
thetic friends (chaverim) in Egypt who
felt slavery and oppression were
wrong, and took up the liberation
cause.

Perhaps in the desert, 3300 years
ago, the Children of Israel also were
instilled with an attitude of "tilskun
olam"—perfecting the world—an
idea which modern Jews take no
shame with, whether wearing it on
a lapel, car bumper or physical pro-
test.

President Weizman's
Independence Day Message
On the eve of the Sabbath, the 5th

lyar 5708, the 14th May 1948, the
State of Israel was declared and her
Scroll of Independence was signed.
In it, among other things, is stated:
"The Holocaust which recently dev-
astated the Jewish people and dur-
ing which millions of Jews in Europe
were massacred, once again, clearly
proved the necessity of indepen-
dence and a homeland for the Jew-
ish people by the establishment of
its own country in Israel whose gates
will be open to every Jew."
What followed is known. The idea

of "helplessness" was wiped out for-
ever from the thousand years of his-
tory of the Jewish people. Never
again!
The State of Israel, which in a

week will celebrate its 48th anniver-
sary, is a strong country with many
wonderful achievements in almost all
fields. Few countries in the world

have accomplished so much in so
short a period. The Israel Defence
Forces are the best in the world. They
and our other security agencies give
the State its strength, a major factor
in convincing the wiser amongst our
neighbors to cease their enmity and
accept the road to peace.

but the road to true peace with all
our enemies is still long and full of
dangers.

The latest issue (4/12/96) of The Jewish

Voice understandably omitted listing "Visiting
The Past," David Lee Preston's moving docu-
mentary, from the paper's What's On TV
column. The Voice, a responsible publication,
explained in a boxed notice (p.23) that the
last two days of Pesach necessitated some
delay in the paper's production schedule. Oth-
erwise the Preston video, which we saw 4/
14/96, on PBS would most assuredly have
been listed. Of the several PBS videos dealing
with the Shoah commemorations David's
documentary was for us the most affecting
because Halina Wind Preston's name and work
was familiar to us during our decade-long resi-
dence in the Wilmington area. Membership
in two of the area's Shuls brought us in con-
tact with Holocaust survivors who knew of
Halina Preston's achievements in promoting
Holocaust education. Though many of those
survivors are no longer with us their reminis-
cences linger in the minds of those who chose
to listen.
Of those who were able to speak of their

brutal experiences (there were those who could
not or would not retrieve such searing memo-

ries) Halina Wind Preston's name was men-
tioned with respect and admiration.

After her death George Preston's eulogy at
AKSE was an inspired tribute to the coura-
geous mission-driven women who had been
his wife.
Though we never met her personally nev-

ertheless she was for many people who knew
her only by reputation a tangible presence
because she transformed the adversities of her
life into a constructive forum of teaching and
understanding. As founder of the Delaware
Holocaust Education Committee founder of
the Delaware Holocaust Education Commit-
tee together with her efforts in bringing to frui-
tion its Garden of Righteous Christians her
years of teaching and speaking brought her
recognition beyond the boundaries of Dela-
ware.
Her son's documentary should be shown at

the JCC, the Gratz Hebrew High School where
she taught and hopefully again on PBS.
A review of "Visiting the Past" that appeared

in The Inquirer claims that the video footage
is sometimes 'awkward.' For this viewer it was
this very aspect, the allegedly 'awkward' foot-
age that lent the work an extra dimension.
The intensity of its pain was made bearable
by this unintentional touch, a presentation
made more humane by this very human flaw.

To A Middle East Peace

Solve the status of Jerusalem and you will

go a long way toward ending the Middle East
dilemma as it affects Arabs and Jews.
That was the premise I gave to my class of

seniors at the Academy of Lifelong Learning.
Starting last September I told them that they've
got just 12 weeks to come up with a solution.
Actually over 50 solutions have been presented
by political leaders and scholars from Chris-
tian, Moslem and Jewish camps. The prob-
lem is that not one of them satisfies everyone.
In its most basic form three questions need to
be addressed ...
Whose Jerusalem was it?
Whose Jerusalem is it now?
Whose Jerusalem should it be in the future?
The first question can be answered simply

by saying, "It belonged, at one time or an-
other, to everybody." Starting with King
David's capture of a remote Jebusite village
some 3,000 years ago, it remained in Jewish
hands for about 1,000 years (excluding a 47
year period following the destruction of the
first temple.) Then the Greeks captured the
city followed by the Romans for a few hun-
dred years followed by their conversion to
Christianity for another three hundred years
followed by the Arab conquest followed by the
Christian reconquest for one hundred years

followed again by the Arabs, then Egyptian
Mamaluks, then the Turks for 400 years, then
the British, then partially in the hands of Is-
raelis in 1948 with the formation of the State
of Israel. You get the idea!

Whose Jerusalem is it today? The entire city
is currently in Israeli hands since the reunifica-
tion in 1967. Despite the occasional outbreaks
regarding rental and ownership rights in the
Old City much of Jeruselm remains calm
though apprehensive about future terrorist
bombings. Some of this calm may be attrib-
uted to a vote in the US Senate from an unex-
pected source, Foreign Relations Chairman,
Senator Jesse Helms who pushed through by
an almost unanimous voice vote on a series of
three amendments as requisites for a PLO
funding bill namely ... change the wording in
the PLO charter that calls for the destruction
of the State of Israel, demonstrate a concerted
effort to rid the newly acquired PLO lands of
terrorists and close down all quasi-political PLO
offices in East Jerusalem. May 7th is the cur-
rent target date by which Arafat must comply
or lose US funding.

If these measures are implemented the ques-
tion of whose Jerusalem may be quickly re-
solved. But will it ? Three proposed solutions
... do nothing, await the Messiah, internation-

alize the city ... have been rejected out of hand.
The Arabs are very persistent and are push-
ing again for a divided city promising to be-
have this time. It will take the wisdom of a
Solomon to convince Arab leaders to give up
on that solution. Remember when Solomon
faced a similar problem in Whose Baby Is It?
The deceitful mother said cut the baby in half
while the true mother said, "Let the baby live.
Give it to that woman!" You know the out-
come in that case.

Fortunately, dividing a modern city is no
longer an option. What do you do about wa-
ter supplies, sewage systems, electricty, secu-
rity and other municipal services? And can the
PLO be trusted with the administration of their
religious sites. When they were exclusively in
Arab hands from 1948 to 1967 no provision
was made for Jews and Christians or even Is-
raeli Arabs to visit or pray at these sites. The
treatment by our "cousins" was so abysmal
that no fair-minded individual would tolerate
that condition to be repeated.
The history of Jerusalem is much too com-

plex to be covered in a few hundred words or
even in the four-day Elderhostel held recently
on the subject in the Wilmington JCC. I was
asked whether there will be peace in Israel and
whether Peres will win the election. I

answered,"Yes, peace will be assured only
when the Messiah arrives in my grandchildren's
grandchildrens time. We have no choice but
to continue as we are." And as for Peres, "Tell
me how many suicide bombings to expect
between now and May 29 and I'll give you an
answer." But for the majority of us Jews who
pray, "Ki mitzion tezeh Torah udevar Adonai
mi Yerushalim ... for out of Zion shall go the
Torah and the word of the Lord from Jerusa-
lem." We know what the future holds.

A Precursor Of The Messianic Days
By Rabbi LEONARD B. GEWIRTZ
The Faith in the Messianic Age is a funda-

mental doctrine of Judaism. It is one of the
basic principles of the Jewish Religion.
Maimonides in the 12th century lists the faith
in the coming of the Messiah as the 12th prin-
ciple of Faith. He codified this doctrine in these
words:

"I believe with perfect faith in the coming
of the Messiah; and though he may tarry, I
will wait daily for his coming."

Fighting

The Men of the Great Synagogue in the 4th
century B.C.E. composed the liturgy of the
18 benedictions, which is recited three times
daily in the Morning, Afternoon and Evening
Services. Among these 18 benedictions, the
10th, the 14th and the 15th beseech G-D for
the Messiah.

In the 10th benediction, we pray:
"Sound the great Shofar for our freedom;

gather thy children from the four corners of
the earth; bless the dispersed of thy People
Israel."

In the 14th benediction, we pray:
"Return in mercy thy children to thy holy

city of Jerusalem; Speedily set up therein the
throne of David, 0 G-d, who rebuildest Jerusa-
lem."

In the 15th benediction we pray:
"Speedily cause thy servant, David to lift up

his glory, because we wait for thy salvation all
day. 0 G-d, cause they salvation to flourish
and send us the Messiah, son of David."
However, most of the prayers, which seek

G-d to open our hearts to Him, to His Torah,
to the righteous way, also mention G-d send-
ing of the Messiah.

Washington, D.C., "We, as Jews and
Israelis, are strong enough and obli-
gated to say it was a tragedy." "It
wasn't our purpose to kill children.
We are very sorry," Weiss told a
meeting of the Conference of Presi-
dents of Major American Jewish
Organizations in New York. "It was
a tragedy, it was a terrible mistake."
But at the same time, he defended
every Israeli government's "basic and
elemental responsibility to defend"
its citizens. hamar Rabinovich, Israeli
ambassador to the United States,

said nothing mitigated "the loss of
innocent lives." But, he said, the
incident would not have occurred had
Syria and Lebanon responded
sooner to the proposal for a cease-
fire.
"This operation could have been

brought to an end three days ago,"
he said during a conference call to
the Conference of Presidents. When
asked about the impact of the attack
on Arab-Israeli relations, Rabinovich
said the incident was "being used by
critics of the peace process in the
Arab world to embarrass those
who've moved toward normaliza-
tion."

All these centuries since the destruction of
the Temple by the Roman invaders, the prayer
for the Messiah was a cardinal principle of
Faith

It is remarkable that the people never lost
this faith. Even in times of persecution, when
some people lost faith, the majority of the
people only felt their faith tested and strength-
ened.
There was a fundamental experience for the

people, which occurred every Sabbath, that
strengthened their Messianic Faith.
The people, three times every Sabbath in

their Grace after meals, in thankfulness for the
food and meal they ate at the Sabbath Table,
prayed:
"May the all-merciful G-d let us inherit the

day which shall be ONLY SABBATH every
day to have Sabbath rest in life everlasting."
This prayer to have Sabbath every day of

the week, was a request for the Messianic Time
in our day.
On the Sabbath day, when even G-d rested

as the 4th commandment says: "The Lord
made heaven and earth ... and rested on the
Seventh Day." The Sabbath Day was holy.
On that day, the religious person put aside

all the work and worries, and lived like an an-
gel before G-d with his family. The day was

spent in prayer, with good Sabbath food, study
of Torah, in an environment of love between
husband and wife, parents and children. The
spirit of holiness hovered like a holy cloud over
the family.
To describe this annual spiritual feeling, the

Talmud came forth with the doctrine of the
Neshama Yetairah of a second soul, which
inhabited the consciousness of the person, and
then departed from the person, after the Sab-
bath. Each religious person possessed a sec-
ond — Sabbath — soul.

It was this spiritual sensitivity that made the
person feel the Sabbath as a foretaste, a pre-
cursor, of the Messianic Time.

In this mundane world, you experience the
Sabbath only one day a week. In the days of
the Messiah, it will be "Yom Shekulo Shabbat";
it will be Sabbath seven days a week.

It was the Sabbath Day that convinced the
religious person in the immanence, the im-
mediate coming of the Messiah, MAMOSH.
The Sabbath was a foretaste of the Messianic
Days.
The Sabbath was real; the Messianic Days

will be like the Sabbath. Hence the Messianic
Time is also real. It was the Sabbath Day that
proved the Reality of the Messianic Days.

Yom Hashoah

A diverse and solemn audience
filled the City/County Chambers in
Wilmington on Tuesday, April 16 to
commemorate the Holocaust Day of
Remembrance. Young and old, Jew
and non-Jew, African American and
white joined together to remember
the six million Jews and innumerable
others slaughtered by the Nazis over
fifty years ago. Referring to the Ho-
locaust "as the greatest abomination
of all time" Delaware's Governor
Carper signed a proclamation declar-
ing the day as an official day of the
State. He presented signing pens to
the youngest members of the audi-
ence stating that it will be the youth
of today that must carry the lessons
of the Holocaust for future genera-

tions to have the faith and resolve
that such atrocities must never hap-
pen again. New Castle County Ex-
ecutive Dennis Greenhouse, recall-
ing eighteen members of his family
that perished in the Holocaust, re-
minded those assembled that the
world must "never forget and never
repeat" the horrors of the Holocaust.
Messages from U.S. Senators Jo-
seph Biden and Bill Roth, U.S.
House of Representative Mike Castle
and Wilmington Mayor James Sills
were read by this years Planning
Committee Chairperson, Constance
Kreshtool.

Wilmington Friends School Cham-
ber Singers, under the direction of
Franklin Coleman, presented a se-
lection of Hebrew musical selections
concluding with Oseh Shalom: "May
He who establish peace in the heav-
ens, grant peace unto all."
The keynote address was given by

David Lee Preston, Philadelphia In-
quirer staff writer and son of Holo-
caust survivors George and the late
Helena Wind Preston. Mr. Preston
recalled a recent trip that he and his

wife made to the Ukraine and to the
little town that his mother left as a
youth in 1942 as she fled from the
Nazis from an area that was then part
of Poland. The town today has no
Jews. He returned to his mothers
house and the basement where she
hid for a period of time and visited
what was then the Synagogue of the
town and today is a factory. He met
an old man in this town who showed
him a clock that Mr. Preston's grand-
father had made so many years ago,
causing Mr. Preston to wonder how
that man came to possess that clock.

While often referred to as the
"second generation" of holocaust
survivors, Mr. Preston emphasized
that he is a "First" generation of
those that were "cut off from grand-
parents, aunts, uncles, and other
family members" because of the ho-
locaust, and that his generation must
struggle to create the beauty of Jew-
ish life that once flourished in Eu-
rope. Referring to the Holocaust
Memorial, by Elbert Weinberg, in
nearby Freedom Square that his
mother helped dedicate in 1979, Mr.

Professor Klaff
Speaks On
Jewish Identity

On Sunday, May 19, 1996, the
Adas Kodesch Shel Emeth (A.K.S.E.)
Men's Club will feature Professor
Vivian Klaff, Sociology & Criminal
Justice Dept., University of Dela-
ware, who has been invited to ad-
dress the issue of Jewish Identity and
Continuity in the United States, ac-
cording to Robert S. Weiner, Presi-
dent of the A.K.S.E. Men's Club.

Professor Klaff is well known as
an expert in this area and will be pre-
senting a surprisingly upbeat report
on this subject. Professor Klaff, a
native of South Africa, has been a
popular speaker and lecturer both at
the University of Delaware and in the
Newark community where he resides
with his family.

His discussion is entitled "TO BE
OR NOT TO BE: THAT IS THE
QUESTION (OF JEWISH CONTI-
NUITY)". By the 1990's, evidence
suggests that the Jewish population
has overcome most, if not all, of the
obstacles to entry into the main-
stream culture. In the context of
models of integration, the history of
the Jewish people in the course of
the 20th century reflects a somewhat
paradoxical situation. On the one
hand, the Jewish community has
established an extensive and complex
set of social and organizational insti-
tutions. On the other hand, individual

families have worked energetically to
adapt and integrate into the eco-
nomic and cultural segments of the
society.

Professor Klaff's presentation will
focus on the events leading up to the
crisis of identity facing the Jewish
community in our country. The as-
similation trend and group continu-
ity will be reviewed from a number
of different perspectives. Data from
the National Jewish Population Sur-
vey will be used to illustrate various
perspectives on Jewish continuity.

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Shalom Toni Young

Within a few weeks Toni Young
will complete three years as Presi-
dent of The Jewish Federation of
Delaware. In looking back, Toni de-
scribed these years as "fulfilling, re-
warding and a wonderful opportu-
nity to meet so many people in our
community". Toni identified two
major challenges when she took of-
fice three years ago; The need for
Jewish survival, especially among our
youth, and to develop a more posi-
tive perception of the Jewish Fed-
eration of Delaware.

Apathy and indifference to the
teachings and traditions of Judaism,
especially among the youth from
post Bar/Bat Mitzvah through col-
lege with the all too often result of
intermarriage was of great concern

to Toni. "This issue is not unique or
limited to our community, but exists
throughout our country and many
parts of the world" said Toni. A sec-
ond important issue was to develop

a more positive perception of JFD
within the community. In this regard
she identified a need to attract a more
diverse nucleus of communinty lead-
ers with particular emphasis on the
younger generation.

Emphasizing the establishment of
priorities, specific objectives and
timetables, a number of initiatives
were undertaken: Addressing the is-
sue of intermarriage and youth apa-
thy, an outreach program for inter-
married couples was established, and
a teen worker position was estab-
lished to bring teens throughout the
community together. Increased fund-
ing to the Einstein Academy, Gratz

and Hillel was of prime importance.
A major population study was

commissioned to ascertain the Jew-
ish demographics of the area, This
study, now complete and in the final
stages of analysis, will provide JFD a
greater assessment of teens, singles,
seniors, the unaffiliated etc. in our
community. This data will provide the
framework and guidance for effec-
tive uses of JFD resources, both fi-
nancial and staffing, for the short
term and the future.
The relocation of JFD to down-

town Wilmington provided the op-
portunity for staff members and com-
munity leaders to be closer to the
business, government and commu-
nication center of the area, and more
accessible to the general population.
The move from the Garden of Eden
location by JFD provided additional
and much needed space for the

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Achille Lauro Terrorist
Arrives In Gaza

JERUSALEM, April 22 (JTA) —

Seventeen years after Palestinian ter-
rorists broke into her Nahariya home
and murdered her family, Srnadar
Haran dismissed an apology offered
this week by the Palestinian who
masterminded the attack.
At the same time, Haran said she

did not oppose Abul Abbas' entry
into the Gaza Strip to attend a meet-
ing of the Palestine National Coun-
cil. She said she hopes that his pres-
ence at the meeting would serve the
interests of peace. "Being sorry
won't bring back the people who
died," Haran
told Israel Radio. "But if he's sorry, I
want to see him signing the new
manifesto" that would revoke those

portions of the PNC's charter call-
ing for Israel's destruction.
Abbas, whose real name is

Mohammed Abbas, entered Gaza on
Monday via the Rafah Crossing from
Egypt to attend the PNC meeting.
He was one of several terrorists al-
lowed by Israel to return from exile
to the territories to participate in the
PNC session.

Abbas, who heads the Palestine
Liberation Front, has been in hiding
since an Italian court convicted him
in absentia to life imprisonment for
masterminding the 1985 hijacking of
the Achille
Lauro cruise ship. During the three-
day hijacking, Palestinian terrorists
shot Leon Klinghoffer, a wheelchair-
bound American Jew, and threw his

Brando's Televised
Anti-Semetic Remarks

LOS ANGELES, (JTA) — Jewish

organizations have responded with
shock and anger to a television in-
terview, in which actor Marlon
Brando attacked Jews in the enter-
tainment industry.

Appearing on CNN's "Larry King
Live" show, aired from Los Angeles
last Friday evening, Brando said that
Jews, who "run" and "own" the en-
tertainment industry, "should have
greater sensitivity about the issue of
people who are suffering because
they've [been] exploited.
"We have seen the nigger, we have

seen the greaseball, we have seen the
chink, the slit-eyed Jap," said
Brando, "but we never saw the hike,
because they knew perfectly well
that's where you draw the wagons
around."

During the hour-long program,
King, who is Jewish, warned the ac-
tor that he was playing into the hands
of anti-Semites. Brando responded
by saying that "I will be the first one
who will praise the Jews, and say,

'Thank God for the Jews.'" Dur-
ing the rambling and occasionally
incoherent interview, King tried to
steer the conversation to other top-
ics, but Brando kept returning to his
charges against Jews. At one point,
the actor extended a finger toward
King in an obscene gesture.

In a statement, Abraham H.
Foxman, national director of the
Anti-Defamation League, called
Brando's remarks "outrageous and
offensive," adding that they "raise the
centuries-old canard of Jewish con-
trol and conspiracy."

Phil Baum, executive director of
the American Jewish Congress, de-
plored Brando's statements.
By "wildly accusing Jews of permit-
ting racist stereotypes to flourish in
Hollywood, he is engaging in gross
stereotyping himself," Baum said.

Rabbi Marvin Hier, dean of the
Simon Wiesenthal Center, said in an
interview that Brando is "is not basi-
cally an anti-Semite."

Trial For Italian
Massacre By Nazis

ROME, (JTA) — Former SS Capt.

Erich Priebke will go on trial for his
role in Italy's worst Nazi massacre on
May 8, the 51st anniversary of the
end of World War 11. A Rome mili-
tary judge formally indicted Priebke
last week for "multiple homicide ag-
gravated by cruelty" stemming from
his involvement in the March 24,
1944, mass execution of civilians —
including 75 Jews — in the Ardeatine
Caves south of Rome.
The 82-year-old Priebke, who was

extradited to Italy last November
from Argentina, expressed no emo-
tion as Judge Giuseppe Mazzi read
the indictment April 4 at the end of
a closed-door preliminary hearing.

Priebke, who during the Nazi oc-
cupation of Rome was an aide to SS
commandant Herbert Kappler, es-
caped from a POW camp after the
war and fled to Argentina, where he
lived peacefully until he was discov-
ered there by an ABC News team in

1994. "I think it is a just ruling, both
in form and in substance," Tullia Zevi,
the president of the Union of Italian
Jewish Communities, said after the
decision was announced to put
Priebke on trial.
"The decision was very well

thought out and will now give the
possibility of contributing to the
ascertainment of the facts in a spirit
of equity and of justice. It was not a
condemnation, but the initiation of
a process."

Paola Severino di Benedetto, a
lawyer representing the interests of
Rome's Jewish community in the
case, issued a statement expressing
"great appreciation and satisfaction"
with the judge's decision.
The Nazis ordered the Ardeatine

Caves Massacre in direct reprisal for
an attack the day before by Italian
partisans that had left 33 German
soldiers dead. Ten Italians were or-
dered killed for each German, but five
more Italians were killed than re-

Italy's worst World War II atrocity,
and the Ardeatine Caves are a na-
tional shrine. Most of the victims
were anti-fascist prisoners taken from
Nazi-run Roman jails, but others were
rounded up from their homes or on
the streets.
The victims were trucked to the

Ardeatine Caves, where they were
led inside in groups of five with their
hands tied behind their backs. There
they were shot in the back of the
neck. Many had to kneel on the bod-
ies of those killed before them.

Priebke has admitted to drawing
up a list of victims, checking them
off at the caves and personally shoot-
ing two people. But he has defended
his actions, saying he was following
orders.
He told the court last week that

killing the civilians had been a legiti-
mate reprisal for the partisan attack.
Priebke also said blame for the mas-
sacre should rest with the partisans
who carried out the attack against
the German soldiers, according to
lawyers who attended the closed-
door hearing.

Labor Adds
Russian Candidates

TEL AVIV, (JTA) — Israel's Labor

Party has decided to include a Rus-
sian immigrant in its list of Knesset
candidates for the May 29 elections.
The decision Sunday by the party's
Central Committee came after polls
indicated that the lack of a Russian
immigrant on the list would seriously
damage the party's prospects of at-
tracting voters from the former So-
viet Union.

Voting for the Russian candidate
will take place among Labor's
17,000 registered immigrant-voters
later this week. Prime Minister
Shimon Peres has indicated his own
preference, Ashkelon City Council-
woman Sophia Landwer, who served
in the past as his Russian-language
tutor. Labor leaders resolved to in-
clude a Russian candidate after Ethio-
pian activist Adisu Massala won in
the March 25 Labor Party primaries
the position on the list that had been
reserved for an immigrant represen-
tative.
The decision to include a Russian

representative came despite
Massala's protestations both before
and after his primary victory that he
would regard himself as the voice of
all immigrants, regardless of their
origin. Massala's position on the list
will not be affected by the inclusion
of a Russian immigrant; in effect,
Labor will have two immigrant rep-
resentatives on its list of "safe seats"
— positions on the party list ex-
pected to win seats in the next
Knesset.
Meanwhile, in another move to

placate ruffled feathers after the pri-
maries, Foreign Minister Ehud Barak
and his top ministry officials con-
vened last Friday to announce the
appointment of Minister of Labor
and Social Welfare Ora Namir as
Israel's new ambassador to China.
The appointment will take effect

after the elections. Namir, who is
abroad, was defeated in the prima-
ries for the top woman's spot on the
Labor list by Knesset member Dalia
Itzik, chairwoman of the Education
Committee in the outgoing Knesset.

Enjoyable Evenings

One of the most stimulating and
enjoyable evenings I've ever experi-
enced was at the opening last week-
end of All in the Timing at the Dela-
ware Theatre Company.
This collection of short plays by

David Ives has been performed off-
Broadway, and the Philadelphia The-
atre Company produced it three
years ago. But there's so much in-
ventiveness in the script that it's
worth seeing again. And, beyond
that, this Delaware production is as
good or better than any I've seen
before. The small cast performs with
versatility.

Ives revels in puns and intricate
word play. His singular contribution
to theater is his use of a bell to stop
action and allow the characters to go
back and repeat, differently, what
they've just said. How many times
have you thought: "Oops, if only I
could take back what I said and word
things differently?" Ives' characters
get that opportunity.

He also plays with the concept of
timing, whether it be the timing of
one's pick-up lines or the timing of
one's death, when Trotsky wakes up
on April 21, 1940, to read in an
encyclopedia that he died on that
date. What can he do about it? What
can one do to change history? It's
fascinating. Ives is like time-travelling
novelist Jack Finney, but with laughs.
He also has a good ear for music.

His send up of Philip Glass's repeti-
tious operas is hilarious. Ives clever
creation of a special state of mind
called "Philadelphia" is also inspired.
The production plays through

April 27. Time enough to go see it
again.

There's evidence in his original
lyrics that Oscar Hammerstein in-
tended his Show Boat to be a dark
play about a grim subject: "niggers"
working while the white folks play.

With his Carousel, written 18
years later, his intent is less clear. Yes,
Carousel is a serious play about a
man who hits his wife and daughter.
But Hammerstein's lyrics say that the
slaps "didn't hurt at all." And his vic-
tim sings "What's the use of
wonderin' if he's good or if he's
bad...you're his gal and he's your
fella."
Hammerstein chickened out of

really dealing with spousal abuse. But
he was born more than a century
ago, and he was writing in 1945. For
his time, Hammerstein was a hu-
mane man who, with his partner, il-
luminated social problems.
R&H's daring, though, looks aw-

fully tame by the standards of the
1990's. So Hytner chose to illustrate
scenes as they might if they were
writing today. The original opening
was at a carousel, where Billy
Bigelow, the barker, tries to make out
with the local working girl, Julie Jor-
dan. Hytner found a lyric which Julie
sings later about working at a mill
and decided to open with a image of
regimented millhands working in
their shop.
Then he looked at a second-act

song where a minor character com-
plains about married life, "the clock
just ticks your life away, there's no
relief in sight," and he suspended a
menacing clock over the assembly
line.
Hytner's innovation shows us

where Julie comes from, and why
she's ripe for anybody who can take

Rodgers's music is virtually
unchanged, and it's well-sung, espe-
cially by Patrick Wilson as Billy and
Rebecca Eichenberger as Nettie (the
mezzo who sings "June Is Bustin' Out
All Over" and "You'll Never Walk
Alone.") Clearly this is Rodgers's
most ambitious score. He composed
long musical sequences with several
songs dovetailing into one another,
and with a lush orchestra supplying
commentary. The Waltz, with its dis-
sonant opening, is a tone poem, and
the Soliloquy is an operatic aria.

Carousel touches us most in the
final spoken line. When Billy calls
out: "Julie, know that I loved you,"
we think of all the times when we
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were unable to articulate our feelings,
occasions when we were unable to
get across to someone how we re-
ally felt. It's universal.
Carousel is touring nationwide.

Let's hope it comes back to the Dela-
ware Valley soon. In the meantime,
listen to Angel-EMI's recording of this
production. It's wonderful.

sonal responsibilities. Everyone also
knows that the ability to learn lan-
guages decreases dramatically as we
age.

In addition, this is something that
was not required of us. This is not
on the test! We really didn't have to
do it. Theoretically we already are
Bar and Bat Mitzvah. All that is nec-
essary to become Bar/Bat Mitzvah
is to reach the age of 13. (I probably
shouldn't be saying this in front of
our under 13 children!)

In the discussions that we had as
we went through this class together
under the gracious guidance of Sue
Paul, one theme kept coming
through. This was something we had
to do. This was something that mat-
tered. This was something that we
hadn't done earlier for one reason
or another, and now was the time.
Certainly the saddest part of waiting
to become a Bar or Bat mitzvah is
that not all our parents could be here
because they have died or are too
frail to attend.
The reasons we gave all came

down to a major one. This event is
part of our spiritual path through
Judaism. It is the logical progression
for a Jew by choice at some point
after conversion. For cradle Jews,
especially ones who did not as chil-
dren attend any synagogue, it is a
decision to no longer be a Jew by
default.
Through the years, there have

been many definitions of who is a
Jew and what does it mean to be a
Jew. We have been a people of over
5,000 years and we have not been
unnoticed by the rest of the world.
Being defined as a Jew by other
people doesn't necessarily make your
life easier.
However, today's Bar and Bat

mitzvah is part of our definition of
our Judaism and of what it means to
us to be a Jew. Standing here before
you, our loved ones, and reading
from the Torah validates it for us.

Part of our definition is so well
stated by Edmond Reg in the New
Union Haggadah: "I am a Jew be-
cause the faith of Israel demands of
me no abdication of the mind. I am
a Jew because the faith of Israel re-
quires of me all the devotion of my
heart. I am a Jew because in every
place where suffering weeps, the Jew
hopes. I am a Jew because for Is-

rael, the world is not yet completed;
we are completing it. I am a Jew

his life leading to some of his most
loved recordings. Believe it or not,
Beethoven, an 18th Century classi-
cal composer, has been the greatest
musical influence in Joel's life — not
to mention also being Joel's favorite
musician. Following in Beethoven's
footsteps, Joel began playing piano
at the age of four. Eventually he
made his debut at the Philadelphia
Academy of Music.

Contrary to popular belief, Joel
does not consider himself to be a very
good musician. He thinks that his
own gift for the piano is actually quite
ordinary. Why is it then that he has
been so vastly set apart from other
musicians? Well, Joel explains that
"in an age of incompetence, that
makes me extraordinary!" He at-
tributes the longevity of his career to
his own desire to entertain himself.
Joel has been contributing his

musical works since the popular days
of the Beatles. Joel's first album, with
a group called The Hassles, was re-
leased in 1967, the same year as the
release of the Beatles' most famous
album, Sgt. Pepper and the Lon ley
Hearts Club Band. From that point
on, Joel's career has headed straight
up the charts. Only four years later,
in 1971, at the age of 22, Joel re-
leased his first solo album, Cold
Spring Harbor. Since then, hardly
a single year has passed without an-
other new release of Joel's extraor-
dinary work. Joel's newest release,
River of Dreams, brings him to a
total of 15 solo albums in his 25-year
solo career.
"An Evening of Questions & An-

swers and a little Music" was just that.
Many audience members were dis-
appointed that it was not an evening
of a little more music, though it was
an enjoyable and educational event
none the less.

In looking toward the future, Billy
Joel spoke of returning to his first
love, classical music. He's even be-
gun working on a classical composi-
tion of his own.

Michael Ruvel, 64, died Sunday,
April 7, 1996 in Lakewood, New
Jersey where he had lived for the last
fifteen years.

coming. Many people think it has still
eluded us. The Hebrew Union Col-
lege opened its doors in 1875 first
with 9 then 17 students. There was
one woman, Julia Ettlinger, enrolled.
Unfortunately she along with 9 men
did not complete the program. It was
not until approximately 100 years
later, in 1972, that the first woman
rabbi was ordained. She was in Rabbi
Grumbacher's class.

In terms of being a Bat Mitzvah,
until the 1920s there was no cer-
emony to mark the coming of age
of a young woman. After that time
the Reform, Conservative and
Reconstructionist Congregations de-
veloped the Bat Mitzvah (meaning
daughter of the commandments) cer-
emony. The first woman to become
a Bat Mitzvah was Judith Kaplan, the
daughter of the founder of the
Reconstructionist Movement. This
was in 1922. Reform and Conser-
vative Congregations followed. Even
so, it was still not a common prac-
tice until much more recently. For

example many of our contemporar-
ies attended Hebrew School and re-
ceived Jewish training but did not
have the Bat Mitzvah ceremony.
Having just gone through it, let me

tell you that in it feels really good!
We all see this as a major milestone
in that life-long path of learning and
participation.
So, yes, we have done what we

had to do. The emotion we feel at
this moment is joy. We are so happy
to share it with you. We especially
thank Sue Paul and our Rabbis for
their help and encouragement and
of course our 7 spouses and 15 chil-
dren for their love, understanding
and very important part in our jour-
ney.
