Have also
looked into their housing program,
police force, city government, roads
and railroad system. We are here
more or less not to study but to
try to understand the English way
of life, government and problems.
Also to see as much of the coun-
try as we can. In other words this
I. E. program is putting us in a

* position of “Ambassadors of Good

Will.” By living with an average
British family for three months
you can learn a lot. I'll be able
to answer a lot of questions about
the government here when I get
home, and orientate people who
have funny ideas as to the British
way of life, also my personal opin-
ion of it.

I think if someone could solve
the oil problem for Britain, Pal-
estine would be opened to the tribe
sooner. Right now the Arabs have
a heavy hand in “oil control” and
Britain needs oil. The food situa-
tion is pretty tight. Their ration
gystem is good, and the British
government has good control of
the Black Market. New clothes are
scarce also shoes; they are on
strict ration point system. The pol-
icy now is “save your money,” and
to make sure that the people save
there is a 100 per cent luxury tax
on all pleasure items such as cam-
eras, cars, motorcycles, ete. This
cuts down excessive buying until
they get back to normal peacetime
production.

paid with silver and the whites
were paid in gold.

Then they have the Gold movies,
silver movies, silver city (all Ne-
groes), ete., all being based upon
the old payments in gold and sil-
ver.

Just before I left my old ship
last Spring, Sam Spiller came
aboard as a cook.
